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1) Political redefinitions: national, communal and personal statuses 
How was raised the citizenship issue, as well as subsidiary issues such as equality before law or the establishment of election rolls, during the last stages of colonial era and at independance? The challenge was overwhelming, as colonial order (on that aspect in  direct continuity with pre-colonial systems) was based on communities, much more than on individuals. A further difficulty: during the struggle for freedom, and even more during the formative period of the new states, ethnic groups and minorities mobilized against each other at least as often as they united for common goals. Compromise was generally delicate to conclude, and easy to break, recurrent and protracted civil strifes ensuing its failure. Another consequence has been the persistence, sometimes up to now, of a political authoritarism not dissimilar on many points to what had characterized colonial rule. Nevertheless, those very serious dysfunctions seldom led in the Asia-Pacific to large-scale ethnic cleansings or wholesale massacres, to the difference of many other parts of the world.

5) Cultural Métissage or Literature and the Arts
This workshop will consider not only the mass media but also literature and the arts, as well as the translation networks, which play a central part in the transmission of ideologies and values. Indeed, the literary and artistic fields have witnessed not only the diffusion of Western genres, themes, and norms, but also a feedback movement. At the end of the 18th century and the beginning of the 19th century, Europe discovered literary traditions that, for some, were older than and at least as valuable as Western literature, such as those of the Arabs, Indians, Chinese, or Japanese, whose genres, themes, and poetic forms were found strange and fascinating. Translations became commonplace and contributed to influence the Western tradition. As for the Pacific region, comprising mainly oral-tradition societies, those had to manage their transition to the written media.

3) Complexity of religious world:  Imported religions confronted to local religions 

After several centuries of colonial expansion and Arab and Indian input, in the Asia-Pacific region possibly more than elsewhere, interactions between relatively recently imported religions (Islam and Christianity) and local and “old” religions (“native” religions and world religions such as Buddhism) have been very intense.
In Southeast Asia, Moslem traders, not only Arabs but also Indians, expanded their influence, starting in the 15th century, to the Malay peninsula and the Indonesian archipelago. Local populations adopted  Islam with little reluctance, allowing for the formation of Moslem kingdoms and sultanates in Java, Sumatra, Borneo, the Moluccas, and even the Philippines.

All considered, only a small percentage of Asia’s population converted to Christianity, while the Pacific islands are now largely Christian. Such religious encounters were not always peaceful.  This disturbance caused a break, which itself implicitly entailed resistance, whether cryptic or open. Besides, Christianity, though formerly associated with imperialism, is now increasingly concerned with modernization, democratization, or cultural revitalization movements in the societies in which it took hold. Therefore, its role is not minor in the processes of redefinition of identities. The features of these various processes will be examined based on case studies.

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4) The  Diasporas in Asia and in the Pacific
If the Chinese and Indian diasporas extend their networks around the world, they are especially conspicuous in Southeast Asia and the Pacific. The Chinese have been present in most Southeast Asian countries for several centuries, but they started immigrating massively in the second half of the 19th century, while concomitantly the Western colonial powers emphasized their presence. These Chinese never returned home, and their influence, in certain instances, has been quite strong (intermarriage, cultural input, economic control, and even political control). The Hakka, a very important fraction of the Chinese population in Southeast Asia and the Pacific, will be one of the major focuses of the workshop.
